• No audio or video taping of any kind is permitted.
• No private biff-style portable toilets will be allowed in the 

campgrounds.
• Must be 18 or older to purchase a camping permit.
• Pictures of entertainers must be taken from designated 

areas. Fixed lens cameras only.
• Quiet time in the campground will be enforced from 

2 a.m. - 7 a.m.
• Please, no pets.
• Persons violating policies will be ejected and may be 

subject to prosecution.
• No refunds to anyone ejected for rules violation.
• By attending Winstock, you acknowledge and agree that 

your photo may be used in future promotional materials.
• No couches or furniture allowed. Violators will be fined.
• No tailgating allowed in Winstock parking lots.
• We ask that all Winstock-goers carry a picture ID.
• No live music stage shows or any activity in the 

campgrounds that promote large gatherings, selling or 
distributing alcoholic beverages, and any other soliciting.

• No riding in backs of pickups.
• No drones allowed over the Winstock grounds.
• Beacon usage is prohibited on all Winstock grounds.
• Due to safety and insurance concerns, no outside food or 

beverage will be allowed into the concert area during the 
Thursday night beer tent party.
